The Govan Seagull and the Barr Seagull offer FREE cruises for parties of disabled people of all ages and disabilities on the Union Canal from the Trusts Reception Centre in South Bantaskine Estate, Falkirk. The boats are approximately 50 feet long and 10 feet wide and were custom built to serve disabled people. They are fitted with wheelchair ramps, hydraulic lifts and appropriate toilet facilities. We also have a mobile phones on board in case of emergencies.

Cruises start at 10.30 am and 2.00pm or at other times by arrangement and last for between one and three hours. All but the shortest cruises go through the Scotland’s only canal tunnel or via the Falkirk Wheel, the only rotating boatlift in the world.
